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A Message from Our Field Agent 

Time to take control 

A statistic I find frightening is this:  about 50% of households in the United States and Canada have no individually 

owned life insurance. We will discuss this number over the next few months as I try to convince you to get out of 

that group if you are in it. If you aren’t among the 50%, maybe I can enlist your help in your council as a spokesman 

for the value of life insurance. 

Note that I said “individually owned life insurance.” While the number for those with absolutely no life insurance is 

just as – if not more – frightening, the 50% does not include those who have some form of group life insurance, usu-

ally provided by their employer. 

This group life issue, which I see and discuss every day, is an interesting security blanket. Most times, the amount 

offered is far from what you need, and the only way to determine what you need is with a comprehensive needs 

analysis. Your company’s human resources or benefits department doesn’t do needs analysis. Instead, they apply a
